Current Activity

Outcomes/findings
Talking Therapies (IAPT)
Following on from the engagement process that took place earlier in 2018, The CCG has been undertaking a procurement process for the provision of talking therapy services across the borough.  

Three service user/carer representatives who fed into the above engagement process have been recruited as members of the procurement panel.  

The panel is made up of service user/ carer, clinical, managerial representatives who will score and jointly evaluate the potential bids submitted by potential providers of the service prior to the successful provider being chosen. It is currently anticipated that this will conclude in mid- June.  

Minor eye conditions
Following on from the engagement process that took place earlier in 2018, The CCG has been undertaking a procurement process for the provision of minor eye conditions across the borough.   Service user/carer representatives who fed into the above engagement process have been recruited as members of the procurement panel, which takes place in June.

Hospital services review
· Urgent and Emergency care

· Maternity Services

· Hospital Services for Children who are acutely unwell

· Gastroenterology services including investigations (Endoscopy)

· Stroke (early supported discharge and rehabilitation)
The independent Hospital Services Review Report has been published and is available to view on the Health and Care Working Together website. 
The report will be received by the Collaborative Partnership Board of Health and Care Working Together on 8 June (which is also known as a shadow Integrated Care System) and then subsequently by the boards and governing bodies of the organisations within the partnership (14 June for Barnsley CCG).

If the partners agree that a further phase of work should take place, to scope out options and to develop business cases for change, this would take another year with continued patient, public and staff involvement and, where appropriate, the relevant Health Scrutiny Committees.

An information session was held with the Barnsley Patient Council at the May meeting to discuss the content of the report and input into where else and how else the team can share this report over the coming months, subject to outcome of the meetings outlined above.

One of the Barnsley members of the Health and Care Together’s citizen panel attended the meeting too and talked more about the role of the panel. 
Impact of GDPR on our public engagement network
The new General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) came into effect from Friday 25th May. 

This replaces the current Data Protection Act (1998) and gives individuals more say over what organisations/ companies can do with their data. Prior to the above change in law, we contacted all members of the Barnsley Patient Council and OPEN (Our Public Engagement Network) in line with the requirements and asked for confirmation as to whether they would like for us to stay in touch.  

In terms of OPEN we had a 27% (65 out of 244 contacted) response rate of people who would like to stay in touch and for Patient Council this was over 50% (30 out of 57 contacted).  
This has given us the opportunity to refresh our contact list and the information we send out to people.

Conditions for which over-the-counter medicines should not be routinely prescribed.
NHS England recently carried out a public consultation on reducing prescribing of over-the-counter medicines for minor, short-term health concerns.
The full guidance and national consultation report is available here, published on 29 March 2018.

These prescriptions include items for a condition:

· That is considered to be self-limiting and so does not need treatment as it will heal of its own accord;
· Which lends itself to self-care, i.e. that the person suffering does not normally need to seek medical care but may decide to seek help with symptom relief from a local pharmacy and use an over the counter medicine.

The closing date for collecting local views on how this guidance impacts on the Barnsley PharmacyFirst scheme is extended to 1 July 2018 (updated from previous report).
Our medical director and head of medicines held a session with the Barnsley Patient Council at the end of April to discuss the proposals with them to help shape the engagement activity. The feedback from that session will be included in the final involvement report. 
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
