	Barnsley Hospital NHS Foundation Trust (BHNFT)
	The main provider of hospital based services in Barnsley

	South west Yorkshire Partnerships Foundation Trust (SWYPFT)
	The main provider of mental health and community services in Barnsley

	Barnsley Healthcare Federation (BHF)
	A Federation of GP practices in Barnsley established to support the delivery of primary care services at scale

	Barnsley Metropolitan Borough Council (BMBC)
	The local authority in Barnsley responsible for delivery of a wide range of services to the local community

	South Yorkshire and Bassetlaw (SYB) Integrated Care System (ICS)
	SYB ICSs is a partnership that bring together providers and commissioners of NHS services across a South Yorkshire and Bassetlaw and other local partners, to collectively plan and integrate care to meet the needs of their population.

	Health & Wellbeing Board
	A Health and Wellbeing Board (HWB) is a forum where key leaders from the health and care system work together to improve the health and wellbeing of their local population and reduce health inequalities.

	‘Place’
	Typically council/borough level i.e. Barnsley. Places are served by a set of health and care providers in a town or district, connecting primary care networks to broader services including those provided by local councils, community hospitals or voluntary organisations.

	Neighbourhood Teams
	Teams of nurses and allied health professionals (AHPs) working to six neighbourhood geographies caring for people who require care for long term conditions or because of an acute episode of ill health, supported by a connected network of other services that help people to keep well.

	Healthwatch Barnsley
	Healthwatch is a governmental statutory mechanism intended to strengthen the collective voice of users of health and social care services and members of the public. . There is a local Healthwatch in every area in England. They are there to listen to what you like about services and what you think could be improved. No matter how big or small the issue, they want to hear about it.

	NHS England
	NHS England is an executive non-departmental public body of the Department of Health and Social Care. It oversees the budget, planning, delivery and day-to-day operation of the commissioning side of the NHS in England as set out in the Health and Social Care Act 2012.In 2019 NHS England and NHS Improvement began working together as a new single organisation to better support the NHS to deliver improved care for patients. As local health systems work more closely together, the same needs to happen at a national level.

	Membership Council
	Clinical Commissioning Groups are member organisations and representatives from the 33 Barnsley GP practices form the NHS Barnsley CCG Membership Council

	Governing Body (GB)
	By law each CCG must have a Governing Body to give strategic direction to the CCG’s activities.  

The Governing Body is made up of 13 people - seven members elected by the Membership Council; two Lay Members; a Secondary Care Clinician; a Chief Nurse; and two other senior executive officers.

	Committees of the Governing Body
	Governing Body delegates some of its functions to its Committees, these are:

· Audit Committee (AC)

· Remuneration Committee

· Finance & Performance Committee (FPC)

· Quality & Engagement Committee (QPSC)

· Equality & Engagement Committee (EEC)

	Primary Care Commissioning Committee (PCCC)
	NHS England has delegated to Barnsley CCG responsibility for commissioning primary medical (GP) services in the borough. PCCC is a Committee especially created to oversee these delegated responsibilities.

	Governing Body Assurance Framework (GBAF) 
	Provides the Governing Body with assurance regarding the delivery of the CCG’s annual strategic objectives

	Corporate Risk Register 
	Records how current risks to the organisation are being managed and mitigated

	Declarations of Interests
	Members of Governing Body and Committees declare any interests they hold to ensure they do not participate in decisions where they have a conflict of interests which could impair their objectivity

	Quorate / Quoracy
	The minimum number of members at a meeting required to be able to conduct business and take decisions

	Data Protection Impact Assessment (DPIA)
	A structured method to consider the potential impact on individuals’ privacy and personal data arising from a commissioning decision

	Finance 

	Allocation
	Financial resource received by the CCG from NHS England to commission healthcare.

	Programme Costs
	Costs of commissioning healthcare within the CCG

	Running Costs
	Costs of staff employed by the CCG, IT, estates and other administrative costs. 

	Underlying position
	The surplus/deficit position within the CCG after taking account of non recurrent expenditure and income.   

	Recurrent / non recurrent costs
	Recurrent costs will be incurred every year by the CCG until a decision is taken stop the cost being incurred.

Non recurrent costs will be time limited usually to one year but can be longer.

	Block payments
	A set value to be paid to a provider of services that will not vary as activity changes.

	National Tariff
	National tariff allows funds to flow to hospitals based on activity undertaken.    Each hospital procedure/attendance has a nationally determined price and hospitals are reimbursed for every procedure/attendance undertaken in line with national guidance.   

	Quality, safeguarding and the patient experience 

	Care Quality Commission (CQC)
	The independent regulator of all health and social care services in England. The Care Quality Commission monitors, inspects and regulates hospitals, care homes, GP surgeries, dental practices and other care services to make sure they meet fundamental standards of quality and safety and publishes what it finds, including performance ratings to help people choose care.

	Discharge Notification Letter (D1s)
	A hospital discharge letter is a brief medical summary of the hospital admission and the treatment a person has received whilst in hospital - including investigation results, diagnoses, management, medications and follow up. It is usually written by one of the ward doctors.

	IAPT-LTC
	Improving access to Psychological therapy

	Crisis Care Concordat
	Is a national agreement between services which sets out how organisations will work together to ensure that people with mental health get the help they need when they need it.

	Childrens’ and maternity services 

	ASD
	Autism spectrum disorder – a disorder effecting the development of the nervous system causing social, communication and behavioural challenges. The disorder can be mild moderate or severe/complex

	ADHD
	Attention Deficit and hyperactivity Disorder - is a brain disorder marked by an ongoing pattern of inattention and/or hyperactivity-impulsivity that interferes with functioning or development.

	CAMHS
	Children & Adolescence Mental Health Service – made up of trained medical staff providing a service to children and young people under 18 years of age who are experiencing mental health difficulties.

The service also provides advice and support to families. 



	CMHT
	Community Mental Health Team -  support people with mental health problems living in the community, and also their carers

	LMS
	Local Maternity System – partnership of organisations, women and their families working together to deliver improvements in local maternity services

	MMH
	Maternal Mental Health – same as Perinatal MH

	MHST
	Mental Health Support Team – mental health support within schools 

	PMH 
	Perinatal Mental Health – Mental health problems that occur during pregnancy or in the first year following the birth of the child

	Primary Care 

	PDA
	Practice Development Agreement – this is a set of schemes across clinical elements and medicines management to support reducing health inequalities and improve care for patients. 

	PCN
	Primary Care Network – we have 1 network across Barnsley with 6 Neighbourhood Networks that support a local approach of delivery  

	QOF
	Quality Outcomes Framework – is a voluntary reward and incentive programme. It rewards GP practices, in England for the quality of care they provide to their patients and helps standardise improvements in the delivery of primary care. 

	Social Prescribing
	Social prescribing, sometimes referred to as community referral, is a means of enabling GPs, nurses and other primary care professionals to refer people to a range of local, non-clinical services.

Social prescribing is designed to support people with a wide range of social, emotional or practical needs, and many schemes are focussed on improving mental health and physical well-being.

	Doctor Link
	This is a digital approach to provide online access for patients to practices. It takes patients through approved clinical algorithms which enables health providers to efficiently manage demand by directing people to the most appropriate care pathway, including self-help, pharmacy and urgent care.

	Cancer 

	Barnsley Cancer Steering Group
	Local group a committee that decides on the priorities for cancer in Barnsley and has oversight of progress against the local cancer strategy and plan. 

	Cancer Alliance
	Cancer Alliances bring together clinical and managerial leaders from different hospital trusts and other health and social care organisations, to transform the diagnosis, treatment and care for cancer patients in their local area.

	EOLC
	End of life care is support for people who are in the last months or years of their life. 

	FIT test
	The Faecal Immunochemical Test (FIT) uses antibodies that specifically recognise human haemoglobin (Hb). It means that a FIT result is not influenced by the presence of other blood in stools, such as that ingested through diet, compared to the guaiac Faecal Occult Blood Test (gFOBT), therefore reducing the chance of false positive results.

	Patient & Public Involvement

	Patient and Public Voice (PPV)
	This is the way in which patients, the public, service users and carers can: Influence their own care and treatment. Have a say in the way services are planned and run. Help bring about improvements to the way care is provided. It’s sometimes called engagement rather than involvement and sometimes we use patient voice.


	Equality and Diversity

	Equality Impact Assessment (EQIA)
	The equality impact assessment is a systematic and evidence-based tool, which enables us to consider the likely impact of work on different groups of people. Completion of equality impact assessments is a legal requirement under race, disability and gender equality legislation.



	BAME
	BAME is an acronym used for Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic people, or for people who self-identify their ethnicity as other than White British.


	LGBTQ
	This is an acronym for lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and queer, or questioning; the "plus" is intended as an all-encompassing representation of sexual orientations and gender identities.

	Covid-19 (C19)
	COVID-19 is a new strain of coronavirus that has not been previously identified in humans

	Gold & Silver Command
	Strategic and Operational Groups who are responsible for the co-ordination, planning and response as part of Emergency Preparedness, Resilience and Response arrangements

	Level 4 Incident
	An incident that requires NHS England National Command and Control to support the NHS response. 



	EPRR
	Emergency Preparedness, Resilience and Response

	LRF
	Local Resilience Forum. 
A Local Resilience Forum ( LRF) is a multi-agency forum formed in a police area of the United Kingdom by key emergency responders and specific supporting agencies. It is a requirement of the Civil Contingencies Act 2004

	LHRP
	Local Health Resilience Partnership

(LHRPs) are established to deliver national EPRR strategy in the context of local risks.

	Planning and performance monitoring

	NHS Constitution targets
	The targets set by the Government for the NHS, NHS Constitution targets set out the expectations on all healthcare providers.

	Referral To treatment (RTT)
	The time taken from a referral being made by a GP or other healthcare professional to the point at which the resultant treatment takes place.  The constitution target for referral to treatment is that no patient should wait longer than 18 weeks.
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
